SUMMARY

The City of San Jose was awarded $649,970 to
develop a climate adaptation planning process that
incorporates resilience to city water, energy, security,
safety, and transportation services. This process will
incorporate community input and leverage the
services' interconnections. Along with the Santa Clara
Valley Water District and the San Francisco Bay Area
Planning Research Association, the City of San Jose will
prioritize financial and social investments to plan for
climate actions, lower Greenhouse Gas Emissions
(GHG), and engage with community members. The
City and its partners will prepare projects that can fit
the needs of communities and be adaptable to future
hazards. As San Jose is impacted by the effects of
climate change (see Figure 1), the City and its partners
will develop this climate adaptation plan that will focus
on critical services and infrastructure to address the
needs of vulnerable communities.
